We end up
living in hellish self-condemnation, damning ourselves mercilessly for what we

could have done but did hot do, for what we could have had but now do not have.
From the Book of Deuteronomy we see how the ancient Israelites cher-
ished and revered the Law of God, the Torah. Orthodox Jews and some Jews of
our day still possess that reverence. They realize that those who, with humility
and perseverance, hold themselves to the laws and regulations handed down to
them from the Torah will be given the strength and power to pass through life
free of this world's seductions, distractions, and diversions... and so find their
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way to God.

Over the years religious Jews rejoiced in the Law of God. By their ob-
servance of God's Law they witnessed to the saving God who cares for them and
loves them... so much that He gave them the Law. The problem is that, as with so
many things, we easily slip into a mere external observance of the laws, rules, and
disciplines that can guide us. What happens to an athlete who fails to keep his or
her training discipline? Or a musician who fails fo practice? Let us try to equate
our Christian lives with those of these heroes.

One of the chief problems Jesus faced was that many of the people
around Him, and particularly the religious leaders, were not truly and sincerely
religious. They were merely externally complying with their religious rules and
laws. They were hypocrites, frauds, and phonies. They saw only the external let-
ter of the law and lost the vision of its inner spirit. Not only that but they were
imposing their phoniness onto the people whom God had sent them to serve.

Thus we find Jesus in the gospel admonishing the religious leaders around Him:
Well did Isaiah prophesy about you hypocrites, as it is written: "This people hon-
ors me with their ljps, but their hearts are far from me, in vain do they worship
me."

Brothers and Sisters let us not follow those who are fond of saying that
Jesus tolerated everything they did. As we've just heard, that is simply not true.
God's laws are His gifts to us. They protect us from ourselves. They give us free-
dom and lead us to our dreams of being true sons and daughters of God. Amen.

When the Pharisees questioned Jesus about why He
and higdiscplpsdif ppt-follow tradition about diet and
washing, He called them hypocrites and quoted Isaiah,
“This people honors me with their lips, but their hearts
are far from me; in vain do they worship me, teaching as
doctrines human precepts.” It was a stinging rebuke of
the religious leaders of His day who claimed superior
knowledge of God and imposed requirements on the
People of God that caused them to fear God more than
love Him. Jesus challenged the Pharisees to be better
stewards of their influence with the people to help them
grow in their relationship with God. We live in an age
of incredible access to Scripture and the teaching of our
Church that can help us learn about the greatness of
our God and His unconditional love for us. Do we honor
God with our lips, but keep our hearts far from Him? If
we fail to take advantage of all that is available to help
us learn what God truly expects of us, do we risk hear-
ing Jesus say to us, You hypocrites!
