Administrator's Desk:

Brothers and Sisters in Christ, this Sunday the Church cele-
brates the Solemnity of the Baptism of Our Lord, a vitally im-
portant event in the life of Jesus: for the first time, God the
Father identifies Jesus as ... "My beloved Son, with whom I am
well pleased.” From this event, the baptism by John becomes a
gateway and the beginning of Jesus' mission as God's Suffering
Son, who comes to atone for the sins of mankind. The baptism of
the Lord is one of the accounts in the life of Jesus that is rec-
orded by all four gospels.

The Catechism of the Catholic Church reminds us that through
Baptism, we become sons and daughters of God, brothers and
sisters of Jesus, members of his Church, heirs of heaven and
temples of the Holy Spirit. Hence, "baptism is the basis of the
whole Christian life, the gateway to life in the Spirit and the
door which gives access to the other Sacraments" (Catechism of
the Catholic Church, #1213).

When entering church today, most of us dipped the fingers of
our hand into the holy water font and blessed ourselves. Why?
This blessing reminds us of our own baptism. And so when we
bless ourselves with holy water, we can be reflecting on the fact
that we are a child of God, a member of God's family; that we
have been redeemed by the Cross of Christ; that we have been
cleansed, forgiven, and purified by the blood of the Lamb.

At Baptism, we entered into this covenant. We were baptized in
the name of the Father , Son and Holy Spirit and received a new
awareness, an appreciation and comprehension of creation. We
realize that we have been given a gift of free will, which equips
us with the ability to change reality from what it is to what it
can be. The creation story is not over! God is still creating and
has declared us as co-creators, co-authors, of the next chapter.
Tomorrow is up to you. What are you going to do with it? Will
there be a voice from heaven saying, "You are my child, my be-
loved. With you T am well pleased.”
